This section should provide enough background information to make it clear why the study was undertaken and should clearly describe the objectives of the study. 

Materials and Methods
This section should provide the reader with all the information necessary to repeat the work. For a modification of published methodology, only the modification needs to be described, with reference to the original source. Statistical analysis of the data (where applicable) is mandatory, using appropriate methods, which must be cited.
Sub-sections; Bookman Old Style, Font size 9, Italic.

A. Organization of the main document
The preferred organization of the Main Document is as follows:

· Introduction

or Results and Discussions
· Discussions
· Conclusion
· Acknowledgments

· References

B. Figures
Figures should be presented in the order as mentioned in the text and labeled in consecutive Arabic numerals [Fig. 1]. The final size of figures should be fitted either in 1 column or 2 columns. Figures should be placed into the text appropriately and with the position and wrap text, “In line with text”.

All lettering should be done using standard fonts, Bookman Old Style, Font size 8, normal.

Figures with several parts should be in proportion, with consistently sized lettering so that the whole figure can be reduced by the same amount to the smallest size at which the essential details are visible.
The following resolutions are optimal: black & white line figures- 600 dpi; photographs- 300 dpi; screen dumps- leave as is. We encouraged preparing the figures as EPS or TIFF format; but you can also use high quality BMP or JPG format.

Submit figure also as separate figure file.

C. Tables
Tables should be typed in the text appropriately, numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals like Table 1, Table 2 etc. and fitted either in 1 column or 2 columns.
All lettering should be done using standard fonts, Times New Roman, Font size 8, normal.

Tables should be self-explanatory and include a brief descriptive title. Footnotes to tables indicated by lower-case superscript letters are acceptable, but they should not include extensive experimental detail. 
Do not fit the table in text as figure.

D. Units
Use either SI (MKS) or CGS as primary units (SI units are strongly encouraged).
E. Equations
Number the equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses, as in
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      (1)
Refer to “(1),” not “Eq. (1)” or “equation (1),” except at the beginning of a sentence: like “Equation [1] is ... …”

F. Reference citations

Number the citations consecutively in square brackets [1]. The sentence punctuation follows the brackets [2]. Multiple references [2, 3] are each numbered with single bracket [4–7]. When citing a section in a book, please give the relevant page numbers [2]. In sentences, refer simply to the reference number, as in [3]. Do not use “Ref. [3]” or “reference [3]” except at the beginning of a sentence: “Reference [3] shows ... …” 

Try to avoid footnotes. Give all authors’ names; do not use “et al.” unless there are six authors or more. Use a space after authors' initials. Papers that have not been published should be cited as “unpublished” [4]. Papers that have been submitted for publication should be cited as “submitted for publication” [5]. Papers that have been accepted for publication, but not yet specified for an issue should be cited as “to be published” [6]. Please give affiliations and addresses for private communications [7]. These are according to the standard of IEEE. 

Results
Results should be clear and concise.
Discussions
Discussion should explore the significance of the results of the work, not repeat them. Author can write the Results and Discussion section in combined.
This is double-blind submission for 1st submission! Remember to use proper citation.
G. Copyright form
An ICEAB copyright form should accompany your final submission. Copyright form is available in the website – download, print and sign by all authors or, as per the information in the form. To have the paper in the proceedings in print, each author must submit the final manuscript as per this format, submit the signed copyright form as instructed and pay the registration fee through credit card or paypal or JP Postal Account, etc. For details visit the website.

H. Language of manuscript
The medium of manuscript should be English. If your native language is not English and if you feel that you need to go-though, please get a native English-speaking colleague to proofread your paper!  

Conclusion
The main conclusion of the research may be presented in a short Conclusion section.
Acknowledgments
Write acknowledgements in a separate section at the end of the article before the references, if any. List here those individuals who provided help during the research.
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
